French Polynesia President, Minister of Tourisme and Minister of International Air Transport,
Mr. Gaston Tong Sang, recently met with over 20 tour operators and industry partners to
discuss the opportunities and challenges currently affecting the North American market.

The meeting, which was requested by the North American tour operators, involved many
representatives from the U.S. and Canada, our domestic and international air carriers, as
well as several of our hotel partners.

Throughout the meeting, concerns were
exchanged and new initiatives were
introduced, in a common effort to
address issues related to tourism in
French Polynesia.

In opening and closing the meeting, the
President stated that this was a
wonderful opportunity to offer
suggestions and feedback; which
would be taken into consideration to
adapt the overall strategy for Tahiti and
her Islands.
