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Windstorm Certification Process for 
Completed Improvements 

Property Owner Job Aid 
Effective January 1, 2017, a person may now apply to TWIA for a certificate of compliance (WPI-
8-C) for a completed improvement. This job aid demonstrates how to apply to TWIA to certify 
compliance with the windstorm building code requirements.

3.  The certificate of compliance will be emailed to the requestor of the form and 
property owner (if email provided) once TWIA has reviewed and approved the form.
